Empire in the Balkans
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Bosnia – placed under 
Austro-Hungarian rule but 
technically still belonged 
to Ottoman Empire
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Austria-Hungary annexed 
(joined) Bosnia to its 
empire.  The Ottoman 
Empire was too weak to 
stop this.  Many Serbs 
lived here.

1829 – Greece won 
independence by war
1878 – War leads to four 
new states created  from 
Ottoman lands

1908 – Austria-Hungary 
takes Bosnia into its 
empire

1912-13 – Two more 
wars: the Ottomans to 
lose even more land
